Buses

Because of the closure of Botley Road at Oxford railway station, bus services from the city
centre are not operating normally. Buses from the West are operating well and stop outside the
Comnmunity Centre.

Car

Because of the closure of Botley Road at Oxford railway station, you need to approach the
centre from the West rather than driving through central Oxford.

The centre itself does have a small car park. In addition two parking spaces are available at the
church opposite. There are “Road Closed” signs before you get to the centre but you can go
through them if you are going to the centre.
